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2020 National Collection Holder Bursary

GUIDELINES FOR APPLICANTS
	


Please read these guidance notes before completing the 2020 Bursary application form.  

Grant application criteria

Bursary awards are made to help improve the National Plant Collections in particular through (though not limited to):

· Assistance with research to improve the Collection

· Horticultural training relevant to improving the Collection
· Capital projects to improve the collection
· Assistance with improving interpretation for visitors

· Other projects that are not covering general running costs or purchasing of plants

Although the judges are sympathetic to all applications received, given the level of grant sponsorship currently available for this bursary, projects are likely to be favoured if:  

· The Collection has open access to the public – i.e. where the public can view the Collection, including by appointment
· The Collection Holder meets the core mission of the charity.

· The project enhances the integrity and professionalism of the Collection. 

Funds will not be awarded for:

· For purchase of any labelling equipment or supplies. 
· Towards routine maintenance, broken gutters, roofs, pots.

· Funds towards heating i.e. greenhouses.

· Computers/hardware equipment is unlikely to be considered.

· Help with pesticides.

· Where the funds do not directly maintain the National Collection.

· Funds towards exhibition / show work.

· Funds towards the purchase of plants to add to the National Collection.

Bursary award rules

1. Grant monies will be paid on completion of the project. 

2. Grants cannot be awarded retrospectively for works already done.

3. Grants will not be considered if a membership subscription is unpaid, or if an annual report has not been received by the Plant Conservation Officer within the last 12 months.

4. A three year gap is the usual period between successful bursary applications. If you last had a successful application in 2017, you can reapply for further funding in 2020. 
5.  The closing date for receipt of application is midday 28th February 2020.
6. Applications will be considered by an independent Bursaries Committee. 

7. Grants will be announced on the PH website and in the Journal or Directory.

8. The decision of the Committee is final.

9. Please complete all parts of the application form. Incomplete or unclear applications are unlikely to be successful. Costings must be clear and accurate. Any queries relating to completing the form should be directed to Vicki Cooke, Conservation Manager

10. All information contained in the application form will be used only for the purposes of processing the application.  PH reserves the right to withhold a grant or require repayment if we find that any false information is supplied, or if project monies awarded have already been spent on its intended purposes.  PH reserves the right to request repayment of a grant should the collection of the recipient be withdrawn from the scheme within the subsequent 12 month period.

11. A condition of a successful award is that a short, written report, together with any supporting images, is to be provided on completion of the project and in all cases within three months of receiving the project monies.
